























The exterior architecture of the building is designed to bring in some of the historic
elements of the existing Sacred Heart Catholic Church including the towers and roof lines
as well as some similar materials. The entire building is designed to double in size very
easily as the Parish continues to grow.

Because the church is located in a residential area, the massing of the architecture of the
church itself is broken up into smaller elements with relatively low roof lines to be
respectful of the surrounding community.
